Study Response

· 173 members submitted data; 159 entered practice information, 157 entered administrator data
· 108 completed “full” practice data
· 73 practices completed data for at least one ancillary service
· 1,063 physicians represented

Practice Administrators
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· The average reported administrator age is 49, ranging from 25 to 67.

· Total reported administrator compensation ranges from $30,000 to $320,000.
· The median (50th percentile) total administrator compensation is $92,500.
· The average (mean) reported compensation of practice administrators is $102,552, ( $7,531.  (The “(” indicates the 95% confidence interval.  Based on data in this sample, we can be 95% sure that the true mean falls within the range of $95,021 to $110,083.)
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Ancillary Services

· 125 of 159 practices reported at least one ancillary service.  Of these, 16% provide one service, 29% provide two, and the remaining 55% reported three or more ancillary services.

· More than half of responding practices offer Physical Therapy, MRI, and DME services.

· Collections and Total Expenses per Physician fte for DME, MRI, Physical Therapy, and Surgery Center ancillary services are shown on page 5.
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Respondents were instructed to indicate all ancillary services offered, therefore percentages will 

not total 100. On average, responding practices offer 3 of the listed ancillary services.
